DRAFT BPA LANGUAGE
COMMUNICATIONS SECURITY LOGISTICS ACTIVITY

BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENT

Pursuant to GSA Federal Supply contract number GS-35F-4363D, a Blanket Purchase Agreement is hereby established between Patriot Technologies, Inc. and CECOM Acquisition Center, Southwest Operation Office (CAC-S), Ft. Huachuca, AZ on behalf of the U.S. Army Communications-Electronics Command Communications Security Logistics Activity (USACCSLA) under the terms and conditions of the above stated Contract and the following BPA terms and conditions:

(1) PRODUCTS AVAILABLE UNDER THIS BPA

Attachment A contains the items, which may be currently ordered under this BPA.  Products that are on GSA schedule that pertain to CSLA Boundary Security Devices are the only items that may be ordered through this BPA.  Items may be added or subtracted to this BPA as requirements related to CSLA Boundary Security Devices dictate.

(2) PRICING

The GSA Schedule pricing under this BPA has been determined fair and reasonable by GSA.  BPA pricing will be below GSA schedule prices.  The prices listed on the BPA in Section A that are in effect on the date of an order govern that order. Patriot Technologies, Inc. may offer additional discounts below BPA pricing in Section A based upon aggregation of firewall and guard orders into substantial quantity orders.

The prices to the government shall be as low or lower than those charged the most favored customer for comparable quantities under similar terms and conditions, in addition to any discounts for prompt payment.

(3) PREVAILING TERMS AND CONDITIONS

All orders placed against this BPA are subject to the terms and conditions of the GSA contract referenced above, except as may be noted herein or on Section A.  Travel (as applicable and only as authorized under the referenced GSA contract) will be reimbursed according to the Government’s Joint Travel Regulations.

There will be no fee charged by CCSLA for administering this BPA.  In the future, if procedures for handling and collecting an administrative fee from customers of this BPA are approved, CCSLA can request Patriot Technologies, Inc. to update the BPA price list to include the administrative fee and to collect the administrative fee on behalf of CCSLA and disburse payment to CCSLA using the same procedures and accounting methods that GSA uses to collect GSA Schedule industrial funding fees. 

(4) TERM OF BPA

This BPA expires on January 2, 2004, or at the end of the applicable GSA Schedule contract period, whichever is earlier. 

(5) PURCHASE VOLUME

The Government estimates, but does not guarantee, that the volume of purchases through this agreement will be $11,000,000.00, based upon the quantity of firewalls, IDS, and NVS identified in the PWS.  There is no limit on the quantity of Orders the Contractor shall accept in a specified period of time.

(6) OBLIGATION OF FUNDS

This BPA does not obligate any funds.  The Government is obligated only to the extent of authorized purchases actually made under the BPA.

(7) AUTHORIZED BPA USERS

The following entities are hereby authorized to place orders under this BPA:

(8) BPA ORDERS

Orders will be placed against this BPA on individual Call Orders (DO’s).  Call Orders containing orders for on-site services will incorporate a scope of services (SOS) which contains the information necessary to define service delivery requirements under the Call Order, as mutually agreed by the end user location acquiring services under this BPA, Patriot Technologies, Inc. and CAC-S.  

(9) CREDIT CARDS

Credit card orders will not be accepted under this BPA.  In the future, if CAC-S develops procedures for handling credit card orders, Patriot Technologies, Inc. will accept the Government IMPAC purchase card for payment under this BPA.

(10) DELIVERY

All orders shall be F.O.B. Destination.  Delivery of all products under this BPA will be completed within 45 days of receiving a valid delivery order.

Individual shipping instructions will be specified in each delivery order.  Instructions will include a complete ship to address (including a point of contact and telephone number).  All overseas shipments will be shipped to Tobyhanna Army Depot for shipment overseas using the military transportation system.

(11) DELIVERY TICKETS

Unless otherwise agreed to, all deliveries under this BPA will be accompanied by the BPA call document (DD Form 1155).

(12) INVOICES

The requirements of a proper invoice are as specified in the Federal Supply Schedule contract.  Invoices will be submitted to the payment address specified within the delivery order transmission issued this BPA.

(13) PAYMENT

A. Determinations of interest due shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the Prompt Payment Act and Office of Management and Budget Circular A-125.

B. Payment under this Agreement shall be due on the 30th calendar day after the later of:

1) The date of actual receipt of a proper invoice in the office designated in the contract to receive the invoice, or

2) The date the supplies are accepted by USACCSLA and/or their customer.

C. If the supplies are rejected for failure to conform to the technical requirements of the contract, or for damages in transit or otherwise, the provision in paragraph 13.B(2) above shall apply to the new delivery of replacement supplies or services.
