1.
 General.  The Contractor shall develop a training package and conduct training for the Electronic Trip Flare (ETF) in accordance with (IAW) this Attachment to the Statement of Work (SOW) and Contract Data Requirements List (CDRLs) A026, A027, and A028.

2.
 Requirements.  The Contractor shall provide ETF training as described below:

a. Data Item Descriptions:

The following Data Item Descriptions (DIDs) shall apply to all training activities 

and training material developed under this document.

b. Government Executive Overview:

A one (1) day Executive Training Course Overview, outlining all ETF
training, shall be provided for Program Office personnel.


c.  Installation Training:

This is a block of instruction for Instructors and Key Personnel (IKP) who will 

instruct all Operators, Field Level Maintainers, and Sustainment Level Maintainers

at each ETF location. The course shall be structured for classroom and hands-on
training, utilizing ETF equipment, and shall include all operations and functions of 
the ETF system, as well as all Preventive Maintenance Checks and Services 
(PMCS) and Sustainment activities for the ETF equipment.  All training shall be
tailored for each ETF location.

d. Training and Testing Materials.

The Contractor shall develop and provide all training and testing materials IAW

CDRLs A027 and A028.  These materials may include, but are not limited to, 

manufacturer’s (commercial) manuals, ETF technical manuals as well as

outlines, instructor guides, trainee guides, wall charts, schematics, videotapes, or 

films.  All training and testing material developed shall be approved by the

Government prior to use.  Upon approval, the Contractor shall provide each 

student at the installation site, a copy of all training material developed and

approved for the installation site.

e.  Conduct of Courses.

(1) Course Objective.  The Contractor shall conduct a training course on all

operational actions for the ETF system.  The objective of the Operator,
Field Level Maintainer, and Sustainment Level Maintainer training course is to
ensure that each Operator, Field Level Maintainer, and Sustainment Level 

Maintainer can accomplish all of the operational actions and that each Field

Level Maintainer and Sustainment Maintainer can accomplish all of the
operational actions and PMCS functions specified in the Operator and Field Level Maintainer sections of the technical manuals.

(2) Scope of Training.  The training shall be a combination of classroom and hands-on (practical exercise) using the installed ETF system.  At the completion of each course, each student will be given a test to assess whether each Operator can successfully accomplish all of the operational actions and that each Field Level Maintainer and Sustaiment Level Maintainer can accomplish all of the operational actions and PMCS functions specified in the system technical manuals.

(3) Length of Course.  The Operator, Field Level Maintainer, and Sustainment Level Maintainer courses shall not exceed 40 hours, and shall cover the ETF hardware delivered under this contract.  

(4) Class Size.  Class size will be determined by the site and the amount of installed ETF hardware available.  During hands-on training, there shall be no more than four (4) students per installed ETF system.

(5) Dates of Site Classes.  Dates for presentation of each class will be determined by the Government, based on the site installation schedule, and the availability of installed ETF equipment to be used for the training.  Training shall be conducted at each ETF installation.

(6) Safety.  The Contractor shall establish detailed procedures, also included in the training material, to ensure the safety of all individuals concerned with the training program.  Safety procedures shall include relevant notices, warnings, cautions and notes extracted from the technical manuals (both commercial and military) and from any other source of information pertinent to the safety of personnel while in the training course.

(7) Facilities.  Classroom and practical exercise/laboratory facilities will be furnished by the Installation for the site training.  All training will be given in an area free of interference from other classes or activities disruptive to a satisfactory training environment.  

(8) Training Material.  All training materials shall be furnished by the Contractor.

(9) Instructor Qualifications.  The instructor(s), selected by the Contractor to instruct a class, shall be experienced, and have a complete knowledge of the end item and all its components. 

3.
 Special Instructions.

a. Final reviews of all training material, for the purpose of verification, shall be conducted by Government representatives.  Correction(s) and/or change(s) identified during reviews shall be incorporated prior to the start of the Operator, Field Level Maintainer and Sustainment Level Maintainer training courses.

b. The Government reserves the right to record any or all training, photographically or electronically, for instructional use or review.  Such material becomes the sole property of the Government and no additional copyright or individual release shall be required.

c. All visual aids/materials and test packages developed or specifically produced/manufactured for use in the conduct of training courses shall become the property of the Government upon completion of the training courses.
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
