L.27.9.1.1  Part I – Executive Summary.

This will include an introduction and a summary of Volumes I, II, IV, and V.

The Executive Summary will not be value-evaluated; no additional credit will be given.  The Executive Summary need not be revised as a result of discussions and proposal revisions.

L.27.9.1.2  Part II – Technical Solution.

The offeror shall provide a complete and detailed description of its system development and demonstration approach to the design, fabrication, integration, test and evaluation, test support, and related data generation and documentation for the ETF preproduction prototype.

The Offeror shall provide the following information for any commercial component offered:  1) make and model of the commercial component(s) proposed and a specification sheet for each proposed component; 2) a brief description of the component(s); and 3) a concise explanation of any differences between the salient characteristics of the proposed component(s) and the salient characteristics of the equipment described in the PRF.

The Offeror shall discuss completely and in detail its proposed technical approach for: 1) the proposed system architecture, including interfaces, design, communications, and quantities of components comprising the proposed system; 2) the proposed system and application software and software development; 3) the proposed ETF fabrication process including the quality assurance methodology and the configuration management methodology; 4) the proposed process for Production Performance Specification and drawings development; and 5)  the proposed testing and evaluation.

The proposal shall include a preliminary Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) down to level 3.

In the configuration management methodology, the Offeror shall include a description of the extent to which the configuration management requirements are applicable to its subcontractors, vendors, and suppliers; and a description of the application of those requirements that are necessary to insure compliance with the Offeror’s configuration management system.

L.27.9.1.3  Part III – Exceptions/Alternatives/Assumptions.

L.27.9.1.4  Part IV – Unpriced Section B (CLIN List).

(a) The Offeror shall provide an Unpriced CLIN List for the LRIP and FRP options.  This list shall consist of an unpriced version of the Offeror's proposed CLIN list for LRIP and the first FRP option only.  

(b) Technical evaluation personnel will use this list to verify that all required products have been proposed.  Offerors shall identify the standard commercial nomenclature for the components (end products) comprising a single unit of the ETF Set and ETF Accessory Set in the "Description" column under the Government's general description and the quantity of each component in the "Quantity" column.  New CLINs shall not be used to identify these components.

L.27.9.1.5  Appendix – Supporting Technical Documentation.

This Appendix shall include all supporting technical documentation.  The Appendix shall include a matrix, which lists all such documentation and the section(s) of the Technical Proposal to which this documentation and information relates. NOTE:  The Offeror also is responsible for providing specific references in its Technical Proposal to the location of the relevant information in the supporting documentation (e.g., paragraph and page number).

L.27.9.2  Volume II – Supportability Proposal.

L.27.9.2.1  Part I – Supportability Solution.

The proposal shall describe in complete detail the Offeror’s supportability approach for the development of Integrated Logistics Support implementation procedures during the SDD effort, including maintainability, MANPRINT, technical manuals, training and training support and supply support/support equipment.  The proposal shall also describe in complete detail the approach for system support during PQT-2 and EUA.

The Offeror shall describe, in complete detail, its supportability approach of the ETF program in production, which shall include the following: 1) the proposed supportability implementation procedures during LRIP and FRP, including scheduled and unscheduled servicing by the using unit in the field and sustainment support at depot level; 2) the proposed distribution capabilities; 3) the proposed approach to provide technical manuals prepared in accordance with Attachment A to the SOW for ETF; 4) the proposed approach to provide the operator and maintainer training courses in accordance with Attachment B to the SOW for ETF; and 5) the proposed approach to system support during OT.  

L.27.9.2.2  Part II – Exceptions/Alternatives/Assumptions.  

Any exceptions to the SOW, Attachments A and B to the SOW, or Specification supportability requirements shall be addressed at this tab.  The Offeror shall clearly identify the paragraph and the requirement to which the exception is being made or alternative proposed, and include appropriate supporting rationale for each exception/alternative.

If no exceptions are taken, the Offeror shall include the following statement in this part of the proposal: “[Name of Offeror] takes no exception to any supportability requirements of Solicitation No. DAAB15-04-R-0001, ETF.”

Any assumption(s) made in the development of the Supportability Solution shall be included at this tab.

L.27.9.2.3  Appendix ( Supporting Supportability Documentation.

This Appendix shall include all supportability documentation, if any, relative to the Offeror’s proposal.  The Appendix shall include a matrix, which lists all such documentation and the section(s) of the Supportability Proposal to which this documentation and information relates.  Information from Internet web sites may be submitted in hard-copy or CD/ROM.

NOTE.  The Offeror also is responsible for providing specific references in its Supportability Proposal to the location of the relevant information in the supporting documentation (e.g., paragraph and page number).

L.27.9.3  Volume III – Cost/Price Proposal.  

NOTE:  Subcontractor proprietary data which the subcontractor does not wish to disclose to the Offeror may be provided by the subcontractor directly to the Government under separate cover, provided that it shall 1) be received by the date and time established for receipt of proposals; 2) be consistent and reconcilable with the Offeror’s cost proposal; and 3) comply with all instructions herein.

L.27.9.3.1  Part I – Cost/Price Model.

L.27.9.3.1.1
Offerors are cautioned to read the Cost/Price Model instructions located at Section J, Attachment 9 of the solicitation.  The Cost/Price Model is password protected in all of the appropriate areas.  However, Offerors are cautioned not to tamper with the formulas in any way.  Offerors are reminded that its submissions must not be password protected. 

L.27.9.3.1.2
To assist the Offeror in completing the Cost/Price Model, the anticipated award date is 30 April 2004.

L.27.9.3.1.3
Quantities listed in the Cost/Price Model are fixed for evaluation purposes; quantities are representative of known requirements at the time of solicitation, but may be modified at time of contract award.
L.27.9.3.1.4
Except as specifically authorized by the solicitation all CLINs shall be priced and shall be separately orderable.  The Government reserves the right to reserve any CLIN on the contract at any time throughout the ordering period.  Accordingly, pricing for any CLIN must stand alone, and not be dependent upon authorization of any other CLIN.  The only SLIN to be “Not Separately Priced” (NSP) is X###XX, CDRL A### Contractor’s Progress, Status and Management Report.  No CLINs are to be proposed as NSP.

Offerors are cautioned not to insert additional or optional CLINs or SLINs, or change the formulas in the Cost/Price Model file in any way, without prior authorization of the Contracting Officer.  Offerors’ electronic submission must not be linked or password protected.

NOTE:  If offered, range pricing and volume or other contingency discounts will not be evaluated, but may be accepted at the Government’s option and included in the contract.

L.27.9.3.2.1

L.27.9.4  Volume IV – Performance Risk.

L.27.9.4.1  The Offeror shall identify not more than six (6) relevant Government and/or commercial contracts (prime or first-tier subcontracts) which it has performed during the past three (3) years.  In addition, the Offeror shall identify not more than three (3) relevant contracts for each first-tier subcontractor proposed for the ETF effort (excluding suppliers of commercial products).  To be relevant, these contracts must be for efforts that have a logical connection with the effort required by the ETF solicitation.  This volume shall be organized as follows:

Tab A – Contract Descriptions.  The description of each contract and subcontract shall include the following information in the order listed:

(a) Contractor/Subcontractor place of performance, CAGE Code and DUNS number.

(b) Government/Commercial Contracting activity, address and telephone and FAX numbers and email address.

(c) Procuring Contracting Officer’s name and telephone and FAX numbers and email address.

(d) Government/Commercial Technical Representative/COR and telephone number and FAX and email address.

(e) Government contract administration activity, and the Administrative Contracting Officer’s name, and telephone number and FAX numbers and email address.

(f) Government contract administration activity’s Pre-Award Monitor’s name, and telephone number and FAX numbers and email address.

(g) Contract number.

(h) Contract type.

(i) Awarded price/cost.

(j) Final, or projected final, price/cost.

(k) Original delivery schedule.

(l) Final, or projected final, delivery schedule.

NOTE.  The Offeror is responsible for verifying the email address of each Point of Contact (POC) by submitting an e-mail message to the addressee and verifying receipt of same by the addressee.

Tab B – Technical Experience.  Offerors shall provide a specific narrative explanation of each contract listed describing the objectives achieved and detailing how the effort is relevant to the requirements of this solicitation.

NOTE.  This Tab refers to "experience" (what type of work was performed) as distinct from "performance risk" (which assesses how well this work was performed).

Tab C – New Corporate Entities and Other Entities without Relevant Past Performance.  These entities may submit the above data on contracts involving predecessor companies, if applicable.

Tab D – For all prime contracts listed, the Offeror, if a large business concern, shall describe its record of meeting small, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business subcontracting goals.  The Standard Form 294 shall be submitted for each prime contract listed, if required to be prepared for the contract, and a Standard Form 295 will be submitted for the past three (3) years. 

L.27.9.4.2  Data Sources.  Both independent data and data provided by Offerors in its proposals may be used to evaluate past performance and to assess performance risk.  Since the Government may not necessarily interview all of the sources provided by the Offeror, the Offeror must explain the relevance of the data provided.  The Government is not required to search for data to cure problems and risks it finds in proposals.  The burden of providing complete, current, and relevant past performance information remains with the Offeror.

L.27.9.4.3  Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG).

The PRAG will evaluate past performance and perform a performance risk assessment.  The PRAG will use the Letter and Questionnaire (and/or any other information available) at Section J, Attachment 8, to request past performance information from contract references.

Tab B – The Offeror shall describe its proposed team organization and staffing.  The Offeror’s discussion shall include organization and staffing charts identifying the relationships, responsibilities, and positions for the proposed effort.
