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Executive Summary

CECOM proposes to procure Aircraft Batteries and Spares using Requests for Proposals.  One solicitation for four groups of batteries and spare parts will be issued.  Each group will be evaluated independently.  Proposals will be evaluated using formal best value source selection procedures.  The best value proposal(s) will be determined pursuant to the Basis of Award as set forth in Section M of the solicitation.  It is the Government’s intent to make up to four awards.  This effort will provide batteries to meet the average monthly demands of the user in a cost effective manner for a five-year period.

All the contracts will be five years in length.  The contract will be broken into five, one year ordering periods.  Each ordering period will be 365 days in length, beginning on the anniversary of the day of award.  Each battery will have a stated maximum quantity that may be ordered over the life of the contract.  Offerors should review FAR 16.504, Indefinite-Quantity Contracts, for further information concerning ID/IQ contracts.

It is the Government’s intent to make awards without discussions in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisition.  Offerors should provide their best terms from a price and technical standpoint in their initial proposal.  The government reserves the right, however, to conduct discussions if determined by the contracting officer.

Each battery will have price ranges established for each of the program years.  Each range will have a specified quantity associated with it.  Offerors will be required to submit a price in every range for every program year and for the FAT costs associated for each group for which the offeror intends to submit a proposal.

Release of the official solicitation will be via the CECOM Acquisition Center Web Site (https://abop.monmouth.army.mil).  Submission of proposals will also be made via the web site.  Paper copies shall not be submitted.  Directions for navigating this Internet site are contained in a User’s Guide located at the Help Support button on the Navigator bar or contact the 1-888-414-2677 toll-free help desk for assistance.  Contractors will need to be registered users in order to submit proposals.  It is the potential offeror’s responsibility to monitor the web site for any updates to the solicitation documents or any amendments issued against the solicitation.
