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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Tactical Power Supplies: PP-6224C/U and PP-2953D/U

CECOM proposes to acquire Tactical Power Supplies: PP-6224C/U and PP-2953D/U, in accordance with the statement of work, performance specification MIL-PRF-49080B (CR), exceptions to the specifications, drawing A3286985 for housing and mounting requirements, and other documents attached to the solicitation.

The PP-6224C/U will replace the existing PP-6224B/U, NSN 6130-01-223-0267.  The Army is seeking alternative designs for the cover used to protect the front panel assembly.  Currently, the cover is attached to the housing assembly using steel spring pins and hinges.  In a tactical environment, these pins break easily.  A picture of the existing PP-6224B/U is posted for your reference.

This acquisition includes a guaranteed minimum eight (8) first article units of the PP-2953D/U IAW CLIN 0023.  The estimated maximum quantity is 7000 of 400 per year for the PP-6224C/U and 1000 per year for the PP-2953D/U.


The costs associated with the following items for the PP-2953D/U will constitute the guaranteed minimum quantity to be awarded at time of contract award and must be separately priced.  Offerors may elect to Not Separately Price (NSP) any of the items at their own discretion.

These costs include:

a. First Article fabrication and testing

b. First Article Test (FAT) Plan

c. First Article Test Report

d. Reliability Test Plan

e. Reliability Test Report

f. Safety Assessment Report (SAR)

The Government will require one price for each of the First Article Requirements,

i.e., First Article Fabrication & Test, First Article Test (FAT) Plan, FAT Report, Reliability Test Plan, Reliability Test Report, and Safety Assessment Report (SAR).  The proposed price for each item will be utilized for all years of the contract.  This price is to reflect the up front non-recurring expenses related to the First Article Requirements.


Below is a projected Master Delivery Schedule (Minimum Monthly Requirement).  This projection represents the most recent data available and are for planning purposes only, is subject to fiscal limitations, and as such do not represent an actual commitment to purchase the state quantities of power supplies.

Master Delivery Schedule (Minimum Monthly Requirement)

PP-2953D/U:

With First Article Requirements:




50 each per month starting at 240 days ARO (After Receipt of Order) until completion.

Without First Article Requirements:

50 each per month starting at 120 days ARO until completion.

PP-6224C/U:
With First Article Requirements:

25 each per month starting at 240 days ARO until completion.

Without First Article Requirements:

25 each per month starting at 120 days ARO until completion.

AC Cable and DC Cable:

15 per month starting at 120 days ARO until completion.


Production quantities may not be ordered if there is a failure to successfully pass first article testing, deliveries are stopped due to quality or design problems, and/or insufficient production capacity to deliver the power supplies within the required timeframe.

This Acquisition will be conducted via small business set-aside using best value source selection procedures to award a five-year Firm Fixed Price/Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (ID/IQ) contract.

The contract will be broken into five, one year ordering periods.  Each ordering period will be 365 days in length, beginning on the anniversary of the day of award.

Each power supply will have four price ranges established for each of the program years.

Each range will have a specified quantity associated with it.  Offerors will be required to submit a price for each power supply in every range for every program year.  Failure of an offeror to provide a price or NSP, as required in the solicitation, for all items may result in the offeror’s proposal being rejected as unacceptable.  Solicitation Sections L & M will contain detailed information concerning the submittal and 

evaluation of offeror’s prices.  Offerors should review FAR 16.504, Indefinite-Quantity Contracts, for further information concerning ID/IQ contracts.

Proposals will be separated into four files: Technical, Management, Performance Risk, and Price.  It is requested that the Performance Risk file be submitted 21 calendar days after final issuance of the solicitation.  The complete proposal (Technical, Management, Performance Risk, and Price submissions) will be required 30 calendar days after final release of the solicitation.  The final solicitation will contain the specific date that proposals are due.

Offerors are cautioned that failure to submit the required data, based on the anticipation that the Government may request that data via the negotiations/discussion process, may result in that area of the proposal being considered “unacceptable” and evaluated as such.

Release of the official solicitation will be via the CECOM Acquisition Center Web Site (https://abop.monmouth.army.mil). It is the potential offeror’s responsibility to monitor the web site for any updates to the solicitation documents or any amendments issued against the solicitation.

Additionally, it is the Government’s intent to make award without discussions in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisition.  Offerors should provide their best terms from a price and technical standpoint in their initial proposal.  The Government reserves the right, however, to conduct discussions if determined by the Contracting Officer.

Award will be based on the best overall (i.e., best value) proposal that is determined to be the most beneficial to the Government, with appropriate consideration given to the four evaluation factors: Technical, Management, Performance Risk, and Price.  Relative importance of factors is as follows: Technical is slightly more important than Management, and, Management is slightly more important than Performance Risk, which is slightly more important than Price.  To receive consideration for award, a rating of no less than “Acceptable” must be achieved for each of the Technical and Management Sub-Factors.  To receive consideration for award, offerors must also submit a proposal that addresses all of the solicitation requirements.  Offerors are cautioned that the award may not necessarily be made to the lowest price offered.

This Executive Summary has been provided as a guide only.  Every attempt has been made to accurately reflect the information in the solicitation.  If there are any inconsistencies between the Executive Summary and other provisions of the solicitation, the solicitation provisions shall govern.  If any such inconsistencies are discovered, the Offeror should contact the Contracting Officer immediately.
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
