1. Description of the Item(s)/Service(s) being Procured. General Construction Services

  
2. Program Objectives/Needs. The contracts awarded under the solicitation are intended to provide a timely response to cover a broad range of maintenance, repair, alteration and construction services, as well as minor design of real property as well as minor design on real property facilities located at Fort Monmouth, NJ, its surrounding areas and the several states within the North Atlantic Division U. S. Army Corps of Engineers, to include Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, New York, Connecticut, Rhode Island, New Jersey, eastern Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland, northeastern West Virginia, Virginia and northeastern North Carolina.

 
3. Delivery Schedule. Will be established for individual task orders to be written against the Basic Contract.


4. Government Testing Requirements. N/A

 
5. Type of Contract. Multiple, five-year Firm-Fixed-Price, Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity contracts are planned to be competitively awarded.  The potential total contract value is $60,000,000.00 which will be competed under individual Task Orders.


6. Format of the Contract. This is a competitive acquisition for multiple awards of an Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract.  Awards will be made to the best overall proposals, which are determined to be the most beneficial to the Government. Individual tasks will be awarded through the issuance of delivery orders under these contracts with each of the awardees being provided a fair opportunity to be considered for task order awards.  Task orders will be awarded pursuant to the fair opportunity procedures outlined in the contract, on a firm, fixed-price basis.


7. Nature of the Work. The anticipated work extends beyond a single construction effort, in that it involves the planning, scheduling, coordinating, and procurement of materials for a fluctuating flow of unrelated task orders in different locations.  The contractors will be required to respond rapidly to Government requirements with top quality craftsmanship, and without compromising safety standards, current mission requirements or readiness.  It is imperative that the contractors have diverse construction experience and capabilities to enable them to meet the Government’s varied and extensive construction requirements


8. Unusual/Specific Aspects of the Acquisition.  Competition is restricted to certifed 8(a) firms from the New Jersey, New York, Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Connecticut, Rhode Island, Philadelphia, Deleware, Mayrland, West Virginia, Virginia and North Carolina District Offices, All other firms are deemed ineligible to submit offers. 


9. Source Selection Methodology. Any awards to be made will be based on the best overall (i.e., best value) proposals that are determined to be the most beneficial to the Government, with appropriate consideration given to the three (3) evaluation factors:  Technical, Past Performance and Price.  The Technical Factor and Performance Risk Factor are the most important Factors and are equally important.  Individually, each of these two Factors is significantly more important than the Price Factor, which is the least important Factor.  
A. To receive consideration for award, a rating of no less than “Acceptable” must be achieved for the Technical Factor and each of its Sub-Factors.  Offerors are cautioned that the awards may not necessarily be made to the lowest priced Offerors.  

A multiple award to two (2) or more Offerors is anticipated.

5. Offerors are responsible for including sufficient details to permit a complete and accurate evaluation of each proposal. Each file of the proposal shall consist of a Table of Contents, Summary Section and the Narrative discussion.  The Summary Section shall contain a brief abstract of the file.  Proprietary information shall be clearly marked. The following shall be included in the Narrative discussion:

· Provide your approach for coordinating and communicating project operations with the Government to facilitate timely project completion.
· Provide your approach for staffing support and interface (if applicable) with home office or corporate headquarters for such aspects as financial, management and technical support.
· Provide financial documentation as indicated on the Financial Questionnaire (Attachment 003).  
· Provide your approach for minor design services, incidental to construction/renovation being performed in a task order (up to $25,000 construction costs).
· Provide your approach to ensure Site safety.



2.  Subcontracting Sub-Factor  
Subcontracting Management:    
Describe company policy, procedures and responsibilities for management of subcontracts.  Describe the purchasing systems and procedures for award of subcontracts. b.  File II – Performance Risk. 
Offerors shall submit a description of all Government and industry contracts, which describe their performance of work (as either a prime or a major subcontractor) that is both recent and relevant describing the objectives achieved and detailing how the effort is similar to the requirements of this solicitation as set forth in the Statement of Work.  
Recent contracts are defined as contracts, both prime and major subcontracts, awarded or ongoing within three (3) years prior to the closing of this solicitation.  
Relevant contracts are defined as contracts of similar size, scope and/or complexity (i.e. working on construction projects similar to the type of work outlined in the Statement of Work).

2. Section 2 – Performance.  Offerors shall provide a specific narrative explanation of each contract listed describing the objectives achieved and detailing how the effort is similar to the requirements of this solicitation.  For any contracts that did not/do not meet original cost, schedule or technical performance requirements, provide a brief explanation of the reason(s) for the shortcomings and any corrective actions taken to avoid recurrence.  The Offeror shall list each time the delivery schedule was revised and provide an explanation of why the revision was necessary.  The Offeror shall also provide a copy of any Cure Notices or Show Cause letters received on each contract listed and a description of any corrective action taken.  The Offeror shall indicate if any of the contracts listed were terminated and the type and reasons for the termination.



3. Section 3 – Subcontracts.  Offerors shall provide an outline of how the effort required by the solicitation will be assigned for performance within the contractor’s corporate entity and among the proposed subcontractors.  Offerors shall provide the above required information for any proposed major subcontractor who will perform a significant portion of the effort. A major subcontractor is defined as those intended to perform critical trades such as Heating, Ventilation & Air Conditioning (HVAC); Mechanical; Ductwork and Plumbing; Geothermal Systems; Structural (including steel erection, masonry and concrete work) and/or those whose subcontract is expected to exceed ten percent (10%) of the estimated costs of contract performance.



4. Section 4 – New Corporate Entities.  New corporate entities may submit data on prior contracts involving its officers and employees.  However, in addition to the other requirements in this section, the Offeror shall discuss in detail the role performed by such persons in the prior contracts cited.



5. Section 5 – Surety.  Provide documentation from the bonding agent indicating bonding ability using the Surety Form (Attachment 004).
