H.1  
YEAR 2000 COMPLIANCE
The contractor shall ensure that products provided under this contract, to include hardware, software, firmware, and middleware, whether acting alone or combined as a system, are Year 2000 compliant as defined at FAR Part 39.

SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN
As required by FAR 52.219-9, the contractor’s proposed subcontracting plan is

   hereby incorporated into the contract.

H.3
EMPLOYMENT OF CURRENT FEDERAL, CIVILIAN, OR MILITARY


PERSONNEL 

The contractor shall not employ, on this contract, civilian or military employees who are currently employed by the Federal Government, unless the Contractor obtains express written approval from the Contracting Officer.  Individuals currently employed by the Federal Government must obtain approval from their Ethics Counselor prior to taking outside employment.  A copy of the approval must be forwarded to the Contracting Officer prior to the contract employment of such individuals.

H.4      OTHER CONTRACTORS AND GOVERNMENT PERSONNEL
The contractor shall, in performing under this contract, fully cooperate with other contractors and Government employees.  The contractor shall not commit or permit any act that will interfere with the performance of work by any other contractors or by Government employees.

H.5   
GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY

a.  The Government will make the Government-Furnished Property (GFP) listed below available to the contractor for performance of this contract.  This GFP shall be subject to the Government Property Clause(s) located in Section I of this contract.  If there is any conflict between the Section I Government Property Clause(s) and this clause, the Government Property Clause(s) shall control. 

b.  The GFP will be furnished F.O.B. Destination, contractor's facility within thirty (30) days after contract award, unless otherwise specified.  The Contractor shall accept delivery at its facility and upon acceptance, the Contractor shall bear all costs incidental to any demurrage incurred and shall be responsible for any transportation of the property to the Contractor's place of performance.

c.  The contractor is responsible upon receipt to immediately inspect and/or functionally test all GFP.

d.  Government Furnished Property applicable to this contract consists of:

H.6
CURRENT TECHNOLOGY SUBSTITUTIONS/INSERTIONS/ADDITIONS

a.  Applicable to all Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS) components of the LKMD System (see Section B).

b.  The Contractor shall propose changes within the general scope of the contract for the purpose of product substitutions, technology insertions, and/or additions to assure that state-of-the-art, commercial items are available for delivery in accordance with the contract terms and conditions. 

(1)  Product substitutions are replacement of system components which have  been officially announced as either out-of-production or no longer supported by the Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM).  Substituted items shall be at the same or greater performance.  

(2)  Technology insertions are upgrades and advancements in technology for existing system components.

(3)  Additions provide for new functionality not available on the contract.  

c.  Technology substitutions, insertions, and additions shall be proposed as Engineering Change Proposals (ECPs) in accordance with the applicable CDRL (see Section J).

d.  The Contractor shall manage and propose product substitutions, technology insertions, and additions in a timely manner in order to allow sufficient time for Government 

approval and to provide, without a lapse in availability, Government-approved products throughout the term of the contract.

e.  The Government reserves the right to request submission of ECPs. 

f.  All approved ECPs shall be determined to be within the general scope of the contract and to be in the best interest of the Government.  The decision as to the acceptability of such a proposal shall be at the sole and exclusive discretion of the Contracting Officer and is not subject to the Disputes clause of this contract.  Acceptance of such a proposal shall be made by issuance of a written modification to this contract.  Unless and until such a modification is issued to the Contractor, the Contractor remains obligated to perform in accordance with the terms of the existing contract.

H.7
U.S. ARMY TEST CENTER ACCESS (GENERAL)

a.  Security.

(1)  Access to Army Test Centers is based on an official need to enter the facility.  Access must be coordinated in advance with the cognizant Center point of contact to assure that necessary security authorizations have been completed.

(2)  Unescorted access to US Army Test Centers may be permitted based upon a security clearance or favorable investigation, and familiarity and compliance with the restrictions and requirements of the area. Unescorted access will be authorized on a case-by-case basis. 

(3)  An investigation or security clearance is not required for escorted access. 

b. Badging Requirements.

(1)  The U.S. Army Test Centers are often located within a controlled security area.   The security badge issued specific to the Test Center must be worn above the waist at all times while inside the controlled area. 


(2) Access to a Test Center shall be requested, in writing, in advance of the anticipated arrival date. Visit requests must be on  company letterhead, and must be signed by an authorized security officer. Individuals requesting access to a Test Center may not verify their own security clearance or approve their own visit request. 

(3) To expedite processing, access requests should be faxed, rather than mailed, whenever possible.  Requests shall be submitted to the cognizant Test Center Security Office.  Telephonic confirmation that requests have been received is recommended. Handcarried access requests are prohibited. 

(4) Security Office POCs at the applicable Test Center(s) will be provided by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

(5) The following information shall be included, for each individual, in the access

request.

· Grade/Rank/Position

· Social Security Number 

· Company/Organization 

· Company/Organization Address 

· Company/Organization Telephone Number 

· Date and Place of Birth 

· Citizenship 

· Date and Duration of Visit 

· Purpose of Visit 

· Level of Clearance and Issuing Agency 

· Date Security Clearance Granted 

· Type of Security Investigation 

· Date Investigation Completed 

· Point of Contact at ATC 

· Signature Block of Security Officer (Name, Title, and Signature) 

(6)  The Test Center point of contact should be contacted prior to each visit to prevent delays upon arrival. 

c.  Vehicles.  All vehicles entering and leaving an Industrial Area are subject to search for prohibited items and contraband. Prohibited items include: weapons, ammunition, drugs, alcoholic beverages, photographic equipment, and recording devices. These items will be confiscated and violators cited by the Military Police. 

d.  Safety.  For the safety and security of all, the number of test observers is limited to

only those with absolute need. The test director is in charge of all aspects of testing conducted at the Army Test Center and is to be considered the direct representative of the Commander. Access to the firing ranges shall be coordinated in advance with the test director in charge, through the COR. 

e. Other.  

(1)  Smoking is permitted only in designated areas. Dispose of cigarettes, tobacco, or matches in approved containers. 

(2)  U.S. Army Test Centers are considered to be military installations, controlled and operated by government personnel trained in safe testing procedures.  Guidelines for the access to and conduct while on-site are intended to protect safety and operational security. Access to an Industrial Area is to be considered a privilege afforded by the Commander, Army Test Center. 

(3)  Any problems, questions, or concerns shall be brought to the attention of the COR and address with the specific Test Center personnel. 

H.8
U.S. ARMY TEST CENTER ACCESS (SPECIFIC)


Guidelines and procedures specific to particular Test Centers may be obtained from the Test Center Security Office.  Points of contact may be obtained from the COR.

H.9      RELEASE OF INFORMATION TO THE PUBLIC
