If an Offeror creates a file(s) using another software product, it is the contractor’s responsibility to convert the file(s) into one of the above formats prior to uploading the file(s) electronically.   

L.27.6.3  In some cases, the proposals submitted in response to an RFP may be too voluminous to be submitted electronically. L.27.7  Proposal Revisions.

Changes to previous electronic submissions of information shall be identified as underlined bold text with the proposal revision identification denoted within parenthesis in the left or right margin of the page. Offerors should plan to submit its best proposals initially.  Further, the burden of thoroughly explaining any change made in an Offeror’s Final Proposal Revision in a manner that is sufficient to satisfy the Government’s evaluators rests entirely with the Offeror.  If the explanation is unacceptable, or if the evaluators do not fully understand the change, the result may be that the proposal will be downgraded or determined to be unacceptable.  If discussions are conducted and Final Proposal Revisions are submitted, the Government will not conduct any subsequent discussions with the Offeror, unless discussions are conducted with each of the Offerors remaining in the competitive range.

L.27.9.1  Volume I – Executive Summary and Technical Proposal.

L.27.9.1.1  Part I – Executive Summary.

The Executive Summary shall include an introduction and summary of Volumes I, II, IV, and V.

The Executive Summary will not be value-evaluated; no additional credit will be given.  The Executive Summary need not be revised as a result of discussions and proposal revisions.

L.27.9.1.2  Part II – Technical Solution.

The Offeror shall use the Statement of Objectives, together with other applicable portions of this RFP, as a basis for proposing innovative approach(es) and solution(s), and preparing a proposed  Technical Performance Work Statement (PWS) (see below for PWS discussion).  
The Technical Volume is expected to include as much detail as determined necessary to present a complete and viable solution, giving consideration to best value and the interests, current and future, of the Government.


a.  
The Offeror shall provide a complete and detailed description, at a minimum, of its system development and demonstration approach to the design, fabrication, integration, test and evaluation, test support, and related data generation and documentation for the LKMD preproduction prototype.

b.  The Offeror shall provide, at a minimum, the following information for any commercial component offered:  1) make and model of the commercial component(s) proposed and a specification sheet for each proposed component; 2) a brief description of the component(s); and 3) a concise explanation of any differences between the salient characteristics of the proposed component(s) and the salient characteristics of the equipment described in the PRF.

c. Any assumption(s) made in the development of the Technical Solution shall be included at this tab.

L.27.9.1.4  Part IV – Unpriced System Component List.

(a) The Offeror shall provide an Unpriced System Component List for the LRIP and FRP options.  

(b) Technical evaluation personnel will use this list to verify that all required products have been proposed.  Offerors shall identify the standard commercial nomenclature for the components (end products) comprising a single unit of the LKMD Set and LKMD Accessory Set in the "Description" column under the Government's general description and the quantity of each component in the "Quantity" column.  

L.27.9.1.5  Appendix A – Supporting Technical Documentation.

This Appendix shall include all supporting technical documentation.  The Appendix shall include a matrix, which lists all such documentation and the section(s) of the Technical Proposal to which this documentation and information relates.  Information from Internet web sites may be submitted as attachments within proposal volume files.

NOTE:  The Offeror is responsible for providing specific references in its Technical Proposal to the location of the relevant information in the supporting documentation (e.g., paragraph and page number).

L.27.9.1.6  Appendix B – Performance Work Statement (Technical) (PWS(T)).

The specific efforts defined in the PWS shall be structured according to a proposed preliminary  Work Breakdown Structure (WBS), distinctive to Level 3, and traceable to the Statement of Objectives.  
The PWS will become an attachment to the resulting award document.  The Offeror is responsible for ensuring the the proposed PWS is consistent with all other aspects of the proposal. 




The PWS shall be developed in terms of results or outputs.  The detail provided in the PWS, and degree to which the Offeror’s proposed approach is expected to meet or exceed the required performance standards, will provide a basis for differentiating proposals submitted among the offerors.  
The PWS shall include proposed performance requirements that define the work in measurable, mission-related terms.  Commercial or industry-wide performance standards (i.e., quality, quantity, timeliness) shall be tied to the performance requirements for meeting objectives and deliverable submissions.  
The PWS shall include mandatory compliance and reference documents (i.e., policies, directives, and standards). L.27.9.2.3  Appendix A ( Supporting Supportability Documentation.

This Appendix shall include all supportability documentation, if any, relative to the Offeror’s proposal.  The Appendix shall include a matrix, which lists all such documentation and the section(s) of the Supportability Proposal to which this documentation and information relates.  Information from Internet web sites may be submitted as attachments within proposal volume files.

NOTE.  The Offeror is responsible for providing specific references in its Supportability Proposal to the location of the relevant information in the supporting documentation (e.g., paragraph and page number).

L.27.9.2.4  Appendix B – Performance Work Statement (Supportability) (PWS(S))

The instruction at Para. L.27.9.2.1 establishes a minimum acceptable degree of detail required for the PWS(S).  
See Para. L.27.9.1.6 for general PWS requirements.

L.27.9.3  Volume III – Cost/Price Proposal.

Part III – Basis of Estimate (BOE)/Supporting Cost Information and/or Documentation 

L.27.9.3.3.1  
The Offeror shall submit a narrative or other means of indicating the basis of proposed costs, if not inherently obvious in the Cost/Price Model.  This Part shall also provide explanation and justification for proposed fee percentages (CLIN 0001); initial target costs, profits and prices, ceiling prices, and share formulas (CLINs 1001 ~ 4001) as needed for the evaluators complete understanding of all proposed costs and prices.
L.27.9.3.3.2
The Offeror shall identify Uncompensated Overtime, if proposed.  The Offeror shall also identify if exempt employees are compensated for these overtime hours, how this compensation is calculated and how this compensation (or lack thereof) impacts on the development of direct labor rates or fully loaded hourly labor rates.  The same information shall be provided for subcontractors at any tier.

L.27.9.4.1  The Offeror shall identify not more than six (6) relevant Government and/or commercial contracts (prime or first-tier subcontracts) which it has performed and/or completed within the past three (3) years.  In addition, the Offeror shall identify not more than three (3) relevant contracts for each first-tier subcontractor proposed for the LKMD effort (excluding suppliers of commercial products). (i) Awarded price/cost.

(j) Final, or projected final, price/cost.

(k) Original delivery schedule.

(l) Final, or projected final, delivery schedule.

NOTE.  Current (or recent) performance is defined as contracts performed and/or completed within the past three years.

NOTE.  Relevant performance is defined as contracts that are for efforts that have a logical connection with the efforts required by the solicitation.

NOTE.  The Offeror is responsible for verifying the email address of each Point of Contact (POC) by submitting an e-mail message to the addressee and verifying receipt of same by the addressee; telephone number; and POC name.

Tab B – Technical Experience.  Offerors shall provide a specific narrative explanation of each contract listed describing the objectives achieved and detailing how the effort is relevant to the requirements of this solicitation.

NOTE.  This Tab refers to "experience" (what type of work was performed) as distinct from "performance risk" (which assesses how well this work was performed).

The Management Volume is expected to include any additional detail as determined necessary to present a complete and viable solution, given consideration to best value and the interests, current and future, of the Government.
