                                              STATEMENT OF WORK

                                QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISIONS

The purpose of this statement of Work is to provide specific guidance and instruction for the handling of Government  Furnished Material (GFM). Upon the incorporation of each lot of GFM into the contractor’s manufacturing facility, the contractor shall notify the Government Quality Assurance Representative (QAR) as to the time and date of the initial GFM inspection. Each unit shall be inspected for visual/mechanical defects. Any defects found during this inspection shall be recorded on a contractor format acceptance data sheet.  The data will be signed by both the contractor’s Quality Representative and Government QAR.  The Government QAR shall then notify CECOM (AMSEL-LC-IEW-N-TI, 732-427-5804), and provide a copy of the acceptance data sheet via facsimile (732-427-1002), within three working days.  The Government shall provide disposition instructions for the defective unit within ten working days. Units which are acceptable shall have their acceptance data sheets signed by both the contractor’s Quality Representative and the Government QAR.  Once the GFM has been accepted any damage to the unit shall become the responsibility of the contractor.  The contractor shall make necessary provisions to repair/replace unserviceable units at no cost to the government, or provide equitable consideration to the Government.

The following generic direction is provided, regarding handling and disposition of GFM Cooler/dewar Groups under this contract.

          Initial Visual/Mechanical Inspection:  The contractor shall not reject GFM for non mission affecting cosmetric/workmanship abnormalities (e.g., sprung lock washer, burned/rounded hex screws, paint nicks/scratches).

           Major failures:  The contractor shall notify the local DCMC office of any major failure to the GFM Cooler/dewar Group (e.g., broken/exploded dewar window, inadequate cool down, or dead channels).  The contractor shall prepare a Quality Deficiency Report (QDR) against the failed unit in accordance with the provisions of this contract.  The contractor shall hold the QDR exhibit for a minimum of 60 days.  If after 60 days no specific disposition is provided by the Government.  The contractor shall ship the unserviceable unit (via GBL), to US ARMY CECOM, BLDG 1201 W. 3rdFloor, Fort Monmouth, N.J. 07703.

           Other failures:  The contractor shall supply written notification to the Government (facsimile acceptable) of any other failure to the GFM not described above (e.g., noisy/flashing channels).  If after 30 days no specific disposition is provided by the government.  The contractor shall ship the unserviceable unit, along with a copy of the reject document describing the nature of the failure, to the above address.
