Dear Mr. Hanlon:


The US Army CECOM and PM, TRCS propose to modify contract DAAB07-96-C-C760  for a new work modification and  extension of the Near Term Radio System (NTDRs) developmental contract DAAB07-96-C-C760 for a six-month period, to perform repair and to train and provide Field Support Representatives (FSRs). This effort will be on a Time & Material (T&M) basis. 

Please find attached the Statement of Work for this effort and in addition, a Contract Data Requirements List (DD Form 1423) for Scientific and Technical Reports.

          Your proposal should be sent in accordance with the instructions contained on page 3. 

The following clauses are being added to resultant modification:

FAR 52.XXX   a. The requirements of this contract have been identified by the US Government as being essential to the mission and operational readiness of the US Army and allied forces operating within TBD; therefore, the contractor may be required to perform this contract during 

crises situations including war or a state of emergency subject to the requirements and provisions listed below.

     b. The contractor shall be responsible for performing all requirements of this contract notwithstanding crises situations including the existence of any state of war, whether declared or undeclared, or state of emergency, by the United States (US) or TBD, commencement of hostilities, internal strife, rioting, civil disturbances, or activities of any type which would endanger the welfare and security of US and allied forces in TBD. Failure by the contractor to perform may subject the contractor to a termination of this contract by default.

     c. Crises situations shall be determined by the overseas theater Commander-In-Chief or when Defense Readiness Condition (DEFCON) three (3) is declared for that area.

     d. Continued performance hereunder may require an equitable adjustment; therefore, the contractor shall segregate and separately identify all costs incurred in the contract performance during war or state of emergency. The contractor shall notify the contracting officer of any increase or decrease in costs within ninety (90) days after continued performance has been directed by the contracting officer, or within any additional period that the contracting officer may approve in writing, but not later than the date of final payment under the contract. The contractor's notice shall include the contractor's proposal for an adjustment and any data supporting the increase or decrease in the form prescribed by the contracting officer. As soon as practicable after receipt of the contractor's proposal, the parties shall negotiate a price adjustment in the contract price. Failure to agree on any adjustment shall be handled as a dispute under the disputes clause.

     e. Contractor personnel and dependents will be integrated into Government Contingency Plans, and afforded the same rights, privileges, protection and priority as U.S. Government personnel. The Government will provide security, housing, and messing facilities for contractor personnel and dependents, should conditions warrant.

It is requested that your company review the proposed request and provide a technical and auditable cost proposal that addresses all the required technical issues as well as supporting rationale for the proposed costs.   

As this proposed new work modification and extension is being added to the current NTDR contract, it is requested that along with the submission of your technical and cost proposal, your company should complete the attached Section K “Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors”, Section L “Instructions, Conditions, and Notices to Offerors”, and provide an updated “Small Business Subcontracting Plan”

USACECOM is processing new acquisitions electronically.  To that effect, for this new work acquisition and extension for the NTDR contract, the Letter Request for Proposal and associated Section K and L documents shall be posted to the Army Single Face to Industry (ASFI) Interactive Business Opportunity Page (IBOP) located at https://abop.monmouth.army.mil.  Any proposals submitted in response to this solicitation should be submitted through the same web site and should be received no later than close of business on 30 July 2004. If you have any questions, please contact the Contract Specialist annotated below.

A unique solicitation number of W15P7T-04-R-E424 has been assigned to this acquisition to be used as a reference when addressing this project until the time of award.  Any resultant contract modification would be issued and funded under the NTDR contract, DAAB07-96-C-C760.

The notice of intent is not to be constructed as obligating the Government to award a contract modification nor is it to serve as a basis for a future claim against the Government.
