SUBJECT:  Justification for Waiver to Use Military Specifications and Drawings for the Acquisition of  AN/APX-100, SFD# .

The specifications and drawings contain the requirements to build these equipments. These specifications are needed to build See AMSEL Form 07-P,  (P/O the IFF Transponder Set AN/APX-100.  ). The transponder is part of a complete IFF system. It receives pulsed radar frequency interrogation signals in any of six modes (1, 2, 3/A, C, 4 and Test), decodes the signals, and transmits a pulse-coded reply in the appropriate mode to the interrogator.   DoD aircraft platforms are required per the Commander, Joint Chiefs of Staff (CJCS) direction to have on-board operational MODE 4 IFF transponders in order to be mission capable.  Mode 4 is a military crypto secure code that provides rapid, high confidence secure identification of friendly platforms.  

1. The waiver is needed to make the drawings and specifications contractually binding.  Due to the age of the equipment and the cost to develop performance based requirements, development of a performance based Technical Data Package is not cost-effective.
