Statement of Work

for

Repair of F‑stock of AN/VVS-2(V)3

Driver’s Night Vision Viewer 

1. INFORMATION:

a. This Statement of Work (SOW) establishes the minimum work requirements for the essential repair necessary to restore the AN/VVS-2(V)3 to a serviceable condition to include 100% replacement of the Tube and Magnifier (T&M) Assembly.

b. All work performed by the contractor shall be accomplished IAW instructions and technical data requirements contained in this work statement and the contract.

2. APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS:

2.1  Repair Manuals:  Applicable TM’s

2.2  Security Regulations: AR 190-51 (1993), or Commercial equivalent.

2.3 Property Management Directives: AR 7210-2, AR 735-5, and DA PAM 710-2-1, or Commercial equivalent.

3. DEFINITION OF TERMS:

a. "Inspection" ‑ a thorough and searching examination of the end item to determine its identity and condition

b. "Serviceable" ‑ capable of meeting the requirements and performing the function for which designed or modified. Meets all test requirements established by the latest Government approved acceptance test procedures as defined in the basic production contract for the end items.

c. "Essential Repair" ‑ the minimal parts, labor, and operations authorized and necessary to restore a repairable item to a serviceable condition

d. "Acceptance Test" ‑ the function and operation of the end item will be checked and tested to assure serviceability.

e. "PCO" ‑ Procuring Contracting Officer.

f. "ACO" ‑ Administrative Contracting Officer.

g. "Modification" (mod) ‑ a change in the physical or functional characteristics of a system or equipment, as detailed in Government approved engineering change.

h. "End Item" ‑ an item furnished to the contractor for repair. The AN/VVS-2(V)3 is considered the end item for this work statement

i‑ "Calibration" ‑ a comparison between two instruments, one of which is a standard of known accuracy, to detect and correlate or adjust any variation in the accuracy of the instrument being compared.

j. "Repairable" ‑ an unserviceable recoverable item that may be repaired and restored to a serviceable condition.

k. "Technical Data" ‑ all drawings, specifications, technical orders/manuals, and all other technical publications necessary to repair the end items to a serviceable condition.

l. "Government Approved Contractor Technical Data ‑ contractor technical data that has been used in the manufacturing/production for procurement of Government end items and can be used for the repair of such items.

m. "A‑stock' ‑ Serviceable (issuable without qualification) ‑ New, used, upgraded, repaired or reconditioned materiel that is serviceable and issuable to all customers without limitation or restriction.

n. "F‑stock" ‑ Unserviceable (repairable) ‑ Economically repairable items that require repair, reconditioning, or overhaul.

4.0  REQUIREMENTS
4.1  GENERAL:  The work performed under this contract shall meet the provisions of TM 10/20 standards and in accordance with procedures as specified in the reference repair manuals and this Statement of Work.  The contractor will receive, account for, store, repair, and deliver as required.  The contractor shall provide all labor and facilities to accomplish this work.  The contractor shall maintain records of all repair orders, which will be available to the Government for inspection and review.

a. Systems received by the contractor shall undergo a structured, documented examination to analyze the item’s condition and evaluate the extent of the effort required to restore to minimum operating specifications.
b.
The contractor's notification to the PCO will contain an estimated repair dollar amount, parts to be utilized (by CAGEC/Part Number or NISN), and an estimated time for repair.

c.
The PCO will notify the contractor of his/her decision within 5 days of receipt of the contractor's notification.

4.2  RECEIPT OF EQUIPMENT AT FACILITY

a. Handling: The contractor shall exercise caution to prevent damage to Government furnished property/equipment while being moved, handled, disassembled, inspected, repaired, reassembled and stored.

b. Initial Inspection: Upon induction into the repair program, each device will be inspected to determine its condition, existing faults, and parts requirements.  Man-hours used to inspect equipment or condition code will be reimbursed at the direct productive labor rate specified in the contract.
4.3 WORK REQUIREMENTS
a. The contractor shall receive, inspect test and fault isolate each end item/subassembly to determine the specific work required to restore it to a serviceable condition.

a. Disassembly: The contractor shall disassemble each item only to the extent necessary to accomplish inspection, fault isolation, testing, and repair IAW Government and/or Government approved contractor technical data.

b. Cleaning: The contractor shall clean the end items prior to disassembly and maintain cleanliness IAW best commercial practices.


    c.  The contractor shall repair each end item, AN/VVS-2(V)3, and with 100% replacement of the Tube and Magnifier assembly.  The contractor shall repair, update/modify and replace component parts determined to be faulty and reassemble IAW Government and/or Government approved contractor technical data.

d. Finishing:

(1) The contractor shall repair damaged protective finishing to the extent necessary to provide adequate protection during usage.

(2) The contractor shall replace all damaged markings, identifications and decals as required.

e. Contractor work performed during the process of repairing defective hardware shall be documented.

f.  Shipping/Packaging:

(1) The contractor shall set up a mechanism for tracking shipments to ensure that lost assets are held to the absolute minimum. The contractor shall notify the government of a point of contact responsible for shipping.

(2) The contractor shall ensure that each asset is packaged according to best commercial practices.
