M.2.     EVALUATION APPROACH  

An Evaluation Board will evaluate all proposals submitted in response to the solicitation.  An overall assessment of the merit of each proposal will be derived from the evaluation of the written proposal and the oral presentation as it relates to each factor in the approved RFP. The Evaluation Board will also consider the Offeror’s ability to follow the proposal submission instructions. A narrative explanation will be provided to support the adjectival ratings.  Results of the source selection process will be documented in accordance with requirements of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  All proposals will be evaluated with regard to business size classification as set forth in the synopsis, i.e. equal to or less than $6 million for small business.  The three evaluation factors set forth below shall be used to determine the best value to the Government. 

M.2.1.     Program Management and Technical Capability Approach.  The evaluation will consider the following: 

M.2.1.1.  Adequacy of Response.  The extent to which the technical requirements have been considered, defined and satisfied.  The extent to which each requirement of the solicitation has been addressed in the proposal in accordance with the Proposal Submission section of the solicitation.

M.2.1.2.  Feasibility of Approach.  The proposal will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror's methods and approach in meeting the requirements in a timely manner provide the Government with a high level of confidence of successful completion.  The extent to which the offeror is expected to be able to successfully complete the proposed tasks and technical requirements within the required schedule.  Recruitment and retention will be evaluated to determine how employee turnover will be kept to a minimum. In the event that enhancements are proposed, the enhancements will be evaluated to determine whether the approach taken is feasible and will result in an end product that fully meets or exceeds the RFP requirements.

M.2.2.     Performance Risk Approach.  Performance risk evaluation will assess the relative risks associated with an offeror's likelihood of success in performing the solicitation's requirements as indicated by that offeror's record of past performance.

M.2.2.1.  Assessment of Risk.  The Government will conduct a performance risk assessment based on the quality, relevancy and regency of the offeror's past performance, as well as that of its major subcontractors, as it relates to the probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort. When assessing performance risk, the Government will focus its inquiry (see appendix F) on the past performance of the offeror and its proposed major subcontractors as it relates to all solicitation requirements. M.2.2.2.  Achievement, Problem, Lack of Data.  A significant achievement, problem, or lack of relevant data in any element of the work can become an important consideration in the source selection process.  A negative finding under any element may result in an overall high-risk rating.  Therefore, Offerors are reminded to include all relevant past efforts, including demonstrated corrective actions, in their proposal.

M.2.2.3.  Sources of Data.  Offerors are cautioned that in conducting the performance risk assessment, the Government may use data provided in the offeror's proposal and data obtained from other sources.  Since the Government may not necessarily interview all of the sources provided by the Offerors, it is incumbent upon the offeror to explain the relevance of the data provided.  Offerors are reminded that while the Government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of proving good past performance rests with the Offerors.

M.3.2.      DEFINITIONS 

M.3.2.1.   Acceptable.  A proposal that meets the minimum requirements of the RFP.

M.3.2.2.  Deficiency.  A material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level.

M.3.2.3.   Good.  A proposal, which meets or exceeds the requirements of the RFP and offers some major advantages or numerous minor advantages, which are not offset by disadvantages.

M.3.2.4.    Outstanding.  A proposal, which meets or exceeds the requirements of the RFP and offers numerous major advantages, which are not offset by disadvantages.

M.3.2.5.    Rating.  The evaluator's conclusions as to the advantages and disadvantages of an evaluation factor.  Ratings for program management and technical capability factor will be expressed as an adjectival assessment of outstanding, good, acceptable, susceptible of being made acceptable, or unacceptable. A rating of High Risk, Moderate Risk, Low Risk, or Unknown Risk (as defined below) will be assigned to the Performance Risk Factor.

M.3.2.5.1.   High Risk - Significant doubt exists, based on offeror's performance record, that the offeror can perform the proposed effort.

M.3.2.5.2.    Moderate Risk - Some doubt exists, based on offeror's performance record, that the offeror can perform the proposed effort.

M.3.2.5.3.  Low Risk - Little doubt exists, based on the offeror's performance record, that the offeror can perform the proposed effort.

M.3.2.5.4.  Unknown Risk - No relevant performance record identifiable; equates to a neutral rating having no positive or negative evaluation significance.

M.3.2.6.  Susceptible to Being Made Acceptable.  Approach cannot be rated acceptable because of minor errors, omissions or deficiencies, which are capable of being corrected without a major rewrite or revision of the proposal.

Ratings, with the exception of Susceptible-to-Being-Made-Acceptable, will be used for the final evaluation.

M.3.4.3.  The Contracting officer will schedule and hold oral presentations of offers in the presence of and for the benefit of SSEB and the SSA.

 
M.3.4.4.  At the conclusion of each oral presentation, the SSEB will prepare and issue an Initial Evaluation Report that will include initial ratings.  This report will be forwarded to the contracting officer and shall contain the adjectival assessments for the Program Management and Technical Capability factor and the supporting rationale.


M.3.4.5.  Proposals will then be evaluated for price by the contracting officer and the results provided to the SSEB Chairperson. Performance risk will be evaluated by the SSEB.

M.3.4.6.   If discussions are necessary, proposals which the contracting officer determines to not have a reasonable chance for award will be considered outside the competitive range and will be eliminated from further consideration.  Offerors will be so informed

M.3.4.7.   At the conclusion of all evaluations, the contracting officer will provide the list of competitive Offerors to the SSEB for final evaluation and ranking.  A final evaluation report will prepared; and it will recommend one offeror for award.

M.3.5.        SOURCE SELECTION.  The SSA will make the final determination of the Offeror selected for award.  The SSA in making a selection is not bound by the findings of SSEB.  The SSA is only limited in that the selection must have a rational basis in terms of the evaluation factors in the solicitation and must meet all legal and procedural requirements of the evaluation process.  The final decision, which will be an integrated assessment based on the entire evaluation process, will be executed by the SSA and will include a summation of the advantages and disadvantages of each proposal.  The Contracting Officer, after appropriate legal review, will then make the award and debrief unsuccessful Offeror(s), if requested.

M.3.6.       ANNOUNCEMENT OF SELECTION.  The contracting officer will make announcement of the selection of a successful contractor directly or through a designee.

M.3.7.      DEBRIEFING OF UNSUCCESSFUL OFFERORS.  Debriefing will be done at the request of any Offeror wishing to understand the reasons for the Government’s selection.  The discussion should not include comparisons with the other proposals, but should be confined to the specific advantages and disadvantages of the individual proposal being considered.  An explanation of the evaluation method is appropriate to assure the Offeror that its proposal was treated fairly, impartially and objectively.  Debriefing will be conducted by the Chairman of the SSEB, in concert with the Contracting Officer, in a manner, which will be prescribed by the Contracting Officer.

M.4.          POLICIES AND STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

M.4.1.      GENERAL.  The impartial, equitable, and comprehensive evaluation of Offerors’ proposals is dependent on the capability of the Government to provide each offeror the same information and to evaluate each proposal independently.

M.4.2.      EVALUATION POLICIES.  The principal purpose of the evaluation procedure is to provide a sound basis for the SSA to make an informed judgment.  The evaluation methodology and techniques employed should enhance the quality, credibility, and confidence levels in the adequacy of the evaluation results.  The evaluation process, therefore, must be consistent, well-thought out, adequately staffed, managed, and carried out in a professional, comprehensive and objective manner.  It must frame the elements for the selection decision with sufficient clarity and visibility so that the SSA will be able to make a sound decision within a short time period.
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
