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The warfighter relies on the equipment and services supplied under U.S. Army Communications - Electronics Command (CECOM) contracts to ensure their safety and enable them to successfully accomplish their mission.  As the new millenium approaches, the Government and its partners in industry are facing complex challenges associated with the Year 2000 (Y2K) problem.  We need to work together to make certain that only Y2K compliant products and services are acquired to support the soldier.  Towards that end, CECOM is including Y2K provisions in applicable solicitations and contracts.  These provisions, which are tailored to address the unique requirements of each acquisition, may be found in the Specification, Statement of Work, Technical Description, and/or in Section H of the solicitation and contract.

In addition, it is imperative that our valued suppliers address Y2K issues associated with their business and manufacturing processes in order to provide continued seamless support for our warfighters.  Government and industry have a long history of cooperation in the development and use of information technology.  We value that cooperation and are confident that by working together we will successfully address the Year 2000 problem.
